PUBLIC HEARING — PROPOSED ANNEXATION IN TO CITY OF WAYNESVILLE OF SOLAR FARM: At5:35
p.m. a Public Hearing was opened to consider the request by the City of Waynesville, Missouri, for a
voluntary annexation in to the City limits of Waynesville. The property is adjacent to property already
within the City limits of Waynesville and is located at 24702 Royal Oak Lane, Waynesville, Missouri.
This is property that is also known as the “Waynesville Solar Farm”. There was no one in attendance
who spoke against this request. There being no questions, Mayor Hardman closed the Public Hearing

Oliver resigned earlier this month, The Park Board also agreed to the nomination of Sean Wilson as a
new member of the Park Board and submitted his name to City Council for approval.

STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS

ROADS & GROUNDS: Councilman France reported on the June 2" meeting. There was not a quorum
present so the meeting was for information only. City Administrator Harrill provided updates on the

Dyer Street Bridge Project; the draft Capital Improvement Plan for Streets; and an update from Street
Supervisor Brian Adams on road maintenance and repairs. ' '

UTILITY: Councilman France reported on the Juhe 7t meeting. The committee reviewed the Utility
Pole Attachment Ordinance to consider revising to incorporate recent state law changes; received a
Solar Farm update; received a MoDOT utility relocation update; and also received updates on the Dyer
Street utility relocation; sewer lirie replacement project in the vicinity of Hull Drive & Historic 66 West
and a Recycling Grant update. Department supervisors also provided updates for projects in the
Electric, Gas and Water/Sewer departments.




FINANCE & HUMAN RESOURCES: Councilman Mann reported on the June 9" meeting. There were

not enough members for a quorum so this was an informational meeting. City Administrator Harrill

provided a monthly budget update. The City has completed the 5t month of our 2016 Fiscal Year

which is 41.6% of the total budget with revenues at 42% and expenditures at 44% of yearly budget =

projections. Net income for the 2016 year to date, including grants and draws, is a positive
$102,811.00. As of June 9, 2016, the City had fund balances of over $3.5 million with over $2.8 million
in restricted and reserve accounts and $712,000.00 in unrestricted available funds. City Administrator
Harvill provided information on the Bond Reserve Fund which is currently earning 0.01% which is
about $300 annually. We are looking to work with Arbitrage Management Company and increasing
our investment to about $30,000.00. City Administrator Harrill also said we need to look at mid-year

budget adjustments for some departments.

POLICE: Councilman Conley reported on the June 2™ meeting. The committee received a
recommendation to create a School Zone on F Highway at East Elementary School. City Administrator
Harrill reported that he had been advised by our City Attorney that under the current code, the City
can declare this area a school zone and enforce it as same. The committee also received a
recommendation to adopt a Wildlife Ordinance so it can be enforced by our police department. City
Administrator Harrill provided information regarding providing animal control services on Ft. Leonard
Wood which is currently under discussion with Garrison Command. Chief Cordova provided a
departmental update and said he was quite proud of the work completed by his department. The
committee decided to forego the luly meeting unless there was business needing immediate attention

so the next meeting will be August 4, 2016.
